METAL/NONMETAL MINE FATALITY - On October 12, 2004, a 58-year-old truck driver,
with 15 years mining experience, was fatally injured at a crushed stone operation. The victim
was driving a loaded haul truck down grade on a mine road when the truck traveled over the
berm and came to rest about 20 feet below the edge of an embankment.

Best Practices

« Mobile equipment operators should ensure their seat belt is fastened before operating the
equipment.

o Conduct thorough pre-operational checks on all self- propelled mobile equipment and
ensure safety defects are corrected before operating the equipment.

o Ensure that service brakes will stop and hold mobile equipment prior to operating it.

o Operate trucks in an appropriate gear for the grade, load, and speed.

This is the 20" fatality reported in calendar year 2004 for the Metal and Nonmetal mining industries. As of
this date in 2003, there were 22 fatalities reported. This is the 7" fatality classified as Powered Haulage in
2004. There were four Powered Haulage fatalities in the same period in 2003.
