DATE: THURSDAY, APRIL 29, 2004
LOCATION: BB137
TIME: 11:30 PM

THE DRILL CREW WAS TRIPPING STEEL FROM THE DRILL HOLE. WHEN THE ROD WAS BEING LAID DOWN ON THE
TRAILER. THE FIELD HAND ON THE DRILL RIG PLATFORM FELL FROM THE PLATFORM ASHE ATTEMPTED TO PUSH THE
ROD INTO PLACE ON THE TRAILER. HE FELL APPROXIMATELY 30 INCHESHITTING THE PLATFORM ASHE FELL.

A CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEE WAS USING A WEED EATERWITH A BLADE ATTACHMENT TO CUT SOME SMALL SAPLINGS.
HE LAID THE WEED EATER DOWN WITH THE BLADE POINTING UP THE HILL. HE STARTED TO CLIMB UP THE STEEP BANK
TO REMOVE MATERIAL THAT HE HAD CUT WHEN HE SLIPPED AND FELL ON THE BLADE OF THE WEED EATER. THE WEED
EATER WASNOT RUNNING AT THE TIME OF THE ACCIDENT. 10 SUTURES—-MEDICAL ACCIDENT

A CONSOL EMPLOYEE WENT TO U41 BECAUSE A TOTAL FLOW METER READOUT WAS NOT REPONDING. THERE WASNO
POWER GOING TO THE RADIO CIRCUIT. THE EMPLOYEE THEN WENT TO THE MINI TRANSFORMER LOCATED ON THE
STARTER STAND. HE PROCEEDED TO OPEN THE COVER EXPOSING THE BREAKERS. THE BREAKER FOR THE RADIO
CIRCUIT WASIN, BUT THE MAIN BREAKER WAS OUT. WHEN THE BREAKER COVER ISLIFTED UPIT ISNOT AT EYE LEVEL
AND FORCES YOU TO SQUAT DOWN UNDER THE COVER IN ORDER TO SEE THE BREAKERS. WHEN THE CONSOL EMPLOY EE
PUT THE BREAKER IN THE WINDINGS LOCATED IN THE UPPER PORTION OF THE 480 VOLT TRANSFORMER SHORTED OUT
CAUSING A FIRE TO BURN THROUGH THE OUTER METAL COVER AT THE TOP OF THE TRANSFORMER.

BE SURE ALL SAFETY PPE ISWORN: SAFETY GLASSES HARD HAT, METATARSAL BOOTS, WELDER'SGLOVESWHEN
OPENING OR CLOSING ANY CIRCUIT BREAKER OR DISCONNECT SWITCH.

STAND TO THE SIDE AND TURN YOUR HEAD WHEN OPERATING BREAK ERS AND DISCONNECT SWITCHES.

READ ALL WARNING LABELSON ELECTRICAL PANELSBEFORE PERFORMING ANY ELECTRICAL WORK.
