In a unanimous decision, the Fatality Review Committee has determined that the death
of I shou'd not be charged to the mining industry. [ . 2 70
year old front-end loader operator, was found leaning back unresponsive in the seat of a
front-end loader. The loader was in reverse gear and backed up against a berm. A
Co-worker summoned paramedics and CPR was administered. He was transported to
a local hospital where he was pronournced dead.

The death certificate indicated that the manner of death was natural and that the death
was due to cardiopulmonary arrest. An autopsy was not conducted. An MSHA
investigation of the site did not identify any physical or environmental hazards.

Based on the findings of the death certificate and the results of MSHA's investigation,
the committee members concluded that ||l died dué'to natural causes and
that his death should not be charged to the mining indusfry.
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
